 Martin Heinrich is the Representative from New 
Mexico's First Congressional District.  A graduate of the 
University of Missouri, Representative Heinrich served 
as an Americorps volunteer and has owned a  consult-
ing business in Albuquerque.  He was Executive Direc-
tor of the Cottonwood Gulch Foundation, a non-profit 
organization dedicated to providing young people with 
natural science and environmental education experi-
ences through wilderness expeditions. His community 
activities included work with Albuquerque's Open Space 
Advisory Board and the New Mexico Wilderness Alli-
ance.  Representative Heinrich served four years as an 
Albuquerque City Councilor and was Council President 
in 2005-06.  In 2006 he was appointed Natural Re-
sources Trustee for the State of New Mexico by Gover-
nor Bill Richardson.  He was elected to the U.S. House 
of Representatives in November 2008.  
 In the first weeks after taking office the Congress-
man was elected both Class President of the 111th 
Congress’ thirty-two member Freshman Class and Re-
gional Whip for New Mexico, Arizona and Texas.  He 
has been appointed to the House Armed Services Com-
mittee and the Natural Resources Committee.  In April 
he hosted 10 district-wide events to have open conver-
sations with constituents about his first 100 days in office. 
 Representative Heinrich and his wife, Julie, have 
two young sons.  Mrs. Heinrich is  Project Manager and 
Webmaster for the Mid-Region Council of Governments.

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H E A L T H C A R E E DU C A T I O N T ASK F O R C E   
 
 LWVUS has not done a major study of health care or 
revised the national position since the 1990-1992 study. That 
position was used to support the Clinton proposal, which 
failed. Now almost 20 years later there is again a major effort 
at health care reform. At last year’s convention in Portland 
there was a decision to review the current state of health care 
to help update League members on what has changed and the 
current issues. To do this LWVUS formed a Health Care Edu-
cation Task Force of seven members, chaired by Janis  
McMillen, a national board member. I was selected as  a 
member of that task force and this is a quick update of the 
direction it is taking. 
 As a major part of this education effort, there will be a 
number of papers written by Task Force members put up on 
the LWVUS web site.  There will also be references and links 
to other sources of health care reform information, such as 
reports by government agencies and various health care or-
ganizations (e.g. Kaiser Permanente) and foundations (e.g. 
Robert Wood Johnson), and advocacy groups. This will pro-
vide local leagues with additional updated information for 
programs and discussions as the reform efforts evolve in 
Washington and throughout the country. 
 The specific papers are still being planned and written, 
but some of the topics have been identified and others will 
continue to emerge.  One of the reasons health care reform is 
so complex is because health care itself is so complex. Chang-
ing any part of the system (or more accurately non-system) 
has ripple effects in other parts.  Therefore, one paper will 
address a framework of how the pieces fit together. Another 
paper will provide a short history of how the health care sys-
tem evolved to get us where we are today. Coverage, costs, 
and quality are the three major issue areas and there will be 
papers on various aspects of each. A key point that the task 
force agrees on is that the overriding issue is health care re-
form, NOT health insurance reform. Insurance and costs are 
only one aspect of the problem. For example, high quality 
care focused on outcomes rather than procedures will dramati-
cally impact quality. However, to get there, health informa-
tion technology is critical. While health care is one of the 
most information intensive industries, it is also one of the 
least automated and the adoption rate for these systems is very 
low. Almost $20 billion in the economic stimulus package is 
for the development and adoption of these systems. Although 
expensive to implement, health information technology will 
ultimately lower costs through improved quality and greater 
efficiency. 
 Specific papers should start appearing on the LWVUS 
web site shortly (probably in May). Be looking for them. If 
there are specific topics you would like to see, let me know 
and I will bring them up as possible papers.

ST UD Y O N T H E N A T I O N A L  POPU L A R  V O T E 
  
 At the 2008 LWVUS Convention delegates voted to 
study the National Popular Vote (NVP) Compact among the 
states as a method of electing the President.  This is a one-year 
study with consensus to be taken on May 1, 2009. 
 Because the LWVCNM calendar had already been set 
and because of our limited resources, the Board determined 
that we were unable to participate in this consensus process.  
However, we do want to provide our members with informa-
tion on the topic.  In this effort, a background paper on NPV 
was printed in the March 2009 Voter.  The following are arti-
cles in support of and in opposition to the NPV Compact. 

 
Support for the National Popular Vote Compact 

  
 Because the League already supports direct election of 
the president, arguments against the Electoral College (EC) 
are not included in the material supporting the National Popu-
lar Vote Compact (NPV Compact). 
 Constitutional Issues The NPV Compact is a way to as-
sure that every person’s vote counts equally and that  the per­
son receiving the most votes is the winner of the presidency. 
The same result would be achieved by constitutional amend-
ment but the U.S. Constitution is difficult to amend. The NPV 
Compact is a viable way to attain the same goal as amending 
the Constitution to eliminate the EC. 
 A constitutional amendment is not needed to effectuate 
the NPV Compact because states already have the right to 
implement changes in how electors are appointed.  
 The NPV Compact is a compact between states – a 
method of concerted state action that has long been sanctioned 
by the Constitution and the courts.

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 Evaluating Fairness A candidate can be elected president by  
receiving the most electoral votes even though he or she did 
not receive the most popular votes. This is not a result voters 
expect or desire. As election campaigns are now waged, ma-
jor emphasis and resources are concentrated in key EC battle-
ground states because that is where elections are won or lost. 
The NPV Compact would eliminate the emphasis on battle-
ground states and would be more apt to assure campaign 
strategies that appeal to a broad spectrum of the electorate 
which would foster greater voter participation.  
 The argument that the plan would negatively impact 
states’  rights  is countered by poll  results  showing  that most 
voters want their individual vote to count, rather than allot-
ting them to electors representing the state as a whole.  
 Any claim that the NPV Compact is an unprecedented 
disregard for the U.S. Constitution ignores the reality that 
voting rights have been changed through state action many 
times. Women’s suffrage, for example, was instituted by 
twenty states before passage of the constitutional amendment 
that made the right universal.  
 Mechanical Considerations Those opposed to the NPV 
Compact cite mechanical issues that might lead the NPV to 
fail, but the Compact includes provisions that address issues 
of enforcement, winning levels and recounts. 
 Other Issues  The Voting Rights Act and the NPV 
Compact are in harmony, assuring equality of votes through-
out the United States. 
 League Issues Opponents say that the NPV Compact 
conflicts with  the  League’s  support  of  uniform voting  stan­
dards. Supporters of the Compact advocate its passage in all 
states, which would result in uniform voting standards. It is 
true that the NPV Compact could be in effect for an interlude 
when not all states had signed on to it. The same could be 
demonstrated for other laws, such as the Equal Rights 
Amendment. Nonetheless, it must be remembered that uni-
form voting standards are not now in effect. The NPV Com-
pact could help assure that every vote would be counted 
equally.  
 Further, implementation of a method which assures 
direct election of the president by popular vote is in keeping 
with the League’s long-held position.  
  

 
Opposition to the National Popular Vote Compact 

  
 There is little respect for the Electoral College (EC). 
The League opposes it and most voters want a direct popular 
vote. But is the National Popular Vote Compact (NPV Com-
pact) an appropriate way to achieve that result? 
 Evaluating Fairness Voters supporting the candidate 
who receives the majority of votes in their state want their 
state’s electors to support their choice. Adoption of the NPV 
Compact may require a state elections official to direct its 
state’s electors to cast their ballots in support of a candidate

who was not favored by the voters of that state. 
 Passage of the NPV Compact will result in the emphasis 
of presidential campaigns shifting from the battleground 
states to areas of large concentrations of population. So, while 
some voters are disenfranchised by the EC, others might be 
disenfranchised by the NPV Compact. Because the Compact 
requires entry into a contract with other states which binds 
state elections officials to direct electors to vote in a certain 
way, regardless of the outcome of the election in their state, 
states’ rights are diminished. 
 In addition, one can question the advisability of a 
method that bypasses the normal constitutional amendment 
process in this manner. 
 Constitutional Issues  Many constitutional scholars ar-
gue that this plan will lead to extensive litigation involving 
challenges to the NPV Compact on issues such as the scope 
of constitutional powers, the Compact itself, the need for con-
gressional approval, the concerns of non-compacting states, 
and constitutional protections of state interests and their role 
in elections. 
 Mechanical Issues/Flaws The methods for enforcement 
of this plan are unclear. Opponents question the power and 
timing to withdraw from the Compact and the power to en-
force compliance. 
 Others express concern about an onslaught of lawsuits 
between compacting and non-compacting states, as well as 
procedures in close elections. 
 The plan, allowing the election of a president by a plu-
rality of votes, does not improve on the current system; nei-
ther the present system nor the NPV Compact requires that 
the president be elected by a majority. 
 Other Issues The Voting Rights Act requires pre-
clearance for legislative changes. This, too, has the capacity 
to engender lawsuits to ensure compliance. 
 League Issues This proposal does nothing to achieve the 
goal of uniform standards of voting. The NPV Compact is 
effective when passed by states representing 270 electoral 
votes, effectively negating the impact on presidential elec-
tions of the voters in states which represent the other half of 
electoral votes. A system which assures no voter disenfran-
chisement  is  a  better way  to  assure  that  every person’s  vote 
counts. 
 The League has long supported the abolition of the EC. 
Although the NPV Compact purports to foster the same re-
sult, it creates additional concerns. Amending the U.S. Con-
stitution is a difficult process, and we should seriously con-
sider supporting the normal amendment procedures to abolish 
the EC versus this specific “work-around.”
